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Dear Student,

Congratulations on gaining a place at Edith Cowan University. As a student in a science,
nursing or other science-based course, you may find it helpful to revise some of the basics in
chemistry and physics, especially if you have not studied those subjects recently. Whilst an
advanced knowledge of chemistry and physics is not required in your course, some
understanding in those areas will be needed for the biological and physical processes you will
be studying.

The School of Natural Sciences offers a five-session refresher course in basic science to help
prepare new students for the first semester of their course. Foundation Science is taught
prior to the start of semester by lecturers who are familiar with the problems often
encountered by new students and with effective ways of overcoming them.

Foundation Science is particularly recommended for students with little or no formal science
background and for school leavers who wish to brush up on the basics. Please note,
however, that students who have completed Year 11 or 12 chemistry or physics, or who
otherwise have a secure knowledge of secondary physical science, are unlikely to find the
course useful.

Each of the five sessions in Foundation Science consists of a large-group lecture of 60-90
minutes duration, followed by a small-group tutorial of one-hour. These sessions will
introduce you to the types of teaching you will experience at university and there will be
opportunities to meet fellow students and to establish contacts with students and staff prior to
the start of semester.

Foundation Science will be held on the Joondalup campus at Edith Cowan University.
